An open house for Veterans and their families will be held Thursday July

provide information about Veterans Health Administration benefits and ad-
ditional Veterans-specific information about VA services.

Veterans who are not currently enrolled for VA benefits are encouraged to
bring their DD Form 214, “Certificate of Release or Discharge from Active
Duty,” to the open houses to assist counselors with determining individual
eligibility for VA benefits. VA counselors will assist veterans to complete eli-
gibility and enroliment applications.

The goal of our open house is to increase awareness about VA and other
benefits and services available to Veterans in Pittsfield, and to assist with
applying for these benefits.
