After a decade of discussions, proposals, designs, meetings, and finally 
construction, the Dalton Senior Center was opened in early February. Fundraising 
to furnish the building was very successful and the building is now open and 
offering many services to Dalton Seniors.

Another capital project that has been completed this year is phase II of the 
Town Hall Renovations. The first stage, the Communication Center, was completed 
in 2009.  This second phase encompassed the outside or envelope of the building.  
Part of this project was the repair of the tower clock which was taken apart and 
shipped to “The Clockery” in Connecticut where it was refurbished and repaired.  
It has been reinstalled and once again in great working order. The Town Hall 
Renovation Committee is busy working on plans for stage III of this capital project 
which involves the renovation of the inside of the Town Hall and Library.

Other projects that have been worked on and advanced by the 
Select Board this year:
	 •	 Completion of the South Street reconstruction project.

	 •	 Acquired financing and completed engineering designs (75%) for 
		  Housatonic St. reconstruction.

	 •	 Gained State acceptance and financing for replacement of the Cleveland 
		  Rd. Bridge.

	 •	 Accepted and approved redevelopment plans for 339 North St.

	 •	 The Fitch/Hoose House was accepted into the State and National Register 
		  of Historic Places.

	 •	 Two Select Board members, the Town Manager, along with three 
		  members of the Traffic Commission attended a   demonstration of an 
		  alternative traffic signal for the intersection of Fox Rd./Rt. 8/Housatonic 
		  St. This solar powered pedestrian crossing system is an extremely viable 
		  option at this dangerous intersection. Financing for this alternative traffic 
		  signal was approved at Town Meeting in November.

	 •	 Three Select Board members along with the Town Manager toured 
		  Crossway Tower and Crossway Village in Lee.  This building, which is 
		  very similar to our old Dalton High School, was funded by a HUD grant 
		  and developed by ESBC.  The Select Board is in the planning stage with 
		  ESBC on a comparable project for the old Dalton High School building.

	 •	 To better promote Dalton businesses the Town of Dalton entered into 
		  (TIF) Tax Increment Financing agreements with three of our town 
		  business.

Town Manager

Kenneth E. Walto, Town Manager

Two Thousand and Ten was a year dominated by further cut backs in Town 
Government. Local business expansion plans were announced. The Senior Center 
broke ground. Exterior renovation of the Town Hall was completed along with 
the reconstruction of South Street. Funding was secured for Housatonic Street’s 
reconstruction. Planning began for conversion of the Old Dalton High School to 
Elderly Housing. A new department head was named.

General renovations and repairs to the Town Hall, begun in of 2007, continued 
with landscaping, new signage, the installation of a natural gas fired burner for the 
Library and reactivation of the Town Clock. Planning was begun for a third phase 
of improvements.   

Reconstruction of South Street continued. Pinecrest Drive to Dalton Division 
Road received final pavement. Sidewalks, plantings and other miscellaneous 
repairs were completed. A resurfacing of the bridge between Crane Avenue and 
the rear entrance to the Baystate Mill will be done in 2011. The six million dollar 
project was undertaken by the Commonwealth on behalf of the Town.  

Design of the reconstruction of Housatonic Street, reactivated in the fall of 
2008, is nearing completion. The Town is designing the project, but the state will do 
the actual construction. State funding became available under the Transportation 
Improvement Program; and the construction is planned for 2014. 

The 2010 budget required   another year of retrenchment similar to 2008. A 
state aid cutback of 4% in combination with unavoidable expense increases left 
the Town with a $142,000 projected operating deficit at June 30th.  In October, 

I wish to thank my fellow board members; John Boyle, Tom Szczepaniak, 
Bill Chabot, and Mary Cherry for all of their hard work and commitment to this 
board and the many other committees of which they are members.  

I would also like to thank our town Manager, Ken Walto along with the 
Administrative Assistant Debby Merry for all of the help and support they give 
the Select Board throughout the year.

In these difficult economic times in which we find ourselves it is always a 
challenge to continue with quality town services and stay within the budget.  All 
departments have, again, been level funded this year.  We have, so far, been able to 
avoid cuts which would devastate our departments.  I would like to give credit to 
the many that are responsible for keeping Dalton on sound financial footing;  our 
Town Manager, Ken Walto, the town’s  financial management team, the Finance 
Committee members, all the department heads who contribute to this effort, and 
last but not least our town employees.  Dalton is truly fortunate to have such a fine 
group of dedicated employees.

As in every small town, Dalton boards and committees are run by volunteers.  
Without volunteers our town would not function.  Let me conclude with thanking 
all our dedicated committee/board members that volunteers their time.  
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a Special Town Meeting was held to balance the budget: $53,372 of cutbacks 
included reducing the hours of an Assessor and the Transfer Station Attendant, 
a layoff in the Highway Department and various expense budget reductions. 
Transfers of $92,100 from Stabilization accounts were also necessary.  A final 
balanced Operating Budget of $14,139,897 was realized: $6,224,933 for the 
Town, an increase of 2.3% and $7,476,413 for the School District, an increase 
of 1.4% 

Approval of a Capital Budget was delayed until the Operating Budget was 
balanced; and a Special Town Meeting held in mid November approved $50,900 
from the Capital Stabilization Fund for the most necessary items. There are more 
than $14 million of projects on the Town’s five-year capital plan. State and Federal 
sources will pay for approximately seventy-five percent of the projected expenses 
with the town making up the balance via debt, cash reserves and gifts.  

Construction of the Senior Center began during the summer due to the 
diligent work of the Building Committee ably led by Deacon George Morrell. 
Allegrone Construction is the general contractor. Funding was approved in 2009 
with a $512,000 borrowing supplemented by $770,000 held in reserve.

The Select Board approved a proposal by Elder Services of Berkshire County 
to convert a portion of the Old Dalton High School to Elderly Housing. The 
proposal compliments the location of the Senior Center nearby.  Initial planning is 
now being undertaken by Elder Services in anticipation of funding being provided 
by the Federal Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Veteran Dispatcher, Gabrielle Taglieri, was appointed to head the 
Communications Department, in June, after having served on an interim basis 
following the retirement of Michael Norton in the fall of 2009.

Finally, two important local businesses announced expansion plans. Crane & 
Company will relocate all of its stationery operations to the former Beloit-Jones 
building and Kelly’s Package Store is doubling the size of the store at its present 
location. These exciting endeavors are more fully explained in the report of the 
Development and Industrial Commission and Redevelopment Authority.

I thank the town’s employees whose continued dedication and cooperation, 
even amidst cutbacks, is evident in the smoothly functioning municipal 
government. Likewise, I thank the town’s many boards and commissions that 
labor without compensation for love of the community.

I also thank the Select Board for its continued support.  The Town Manager 
form of government cannot work well without the close and continuing 
collaboration of the Select Board and Town Manager. 

Lastly, I express my deep gratitude to the Town Manager/Select Board 
Administrative Assistant who continually performs “above and beyond the call 
of duty”. 
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DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION and 
redevelopment authority

Kenneth E. Walto, Chairman

The Development and Industrial Commission (DIC) is the town’s principal 
economic development agency. The commission was established by the town at 
the 2002 Annual Town Meeting. Massachusetts law empowers the commission 
to “promote and develop the industrial resources of the town” and to “investigate 
and assist in the establishment of educational or commercial projects for the 
purpose of strengthening the local economy.” In June of 2009, the town approved 
the creation of the Dalton Redevelopment Authority (DRA) a special purpose 
economic development agency. Redevelopment Authorities have broad powers to 
undertake community renewal projects including clean up of so called Brownfield 
sites. Five members of the DIC agreed to act as members of the DRA one of which 
is the Governor’s appointment.

During the last year, work continued on the creation of two Industrial Parks 
within the Planned Industrial Development District which is also the Expedited 
Permitting District. The Berkshire Regional Planning Commission is assisting 
the town in this effort. Both sites lie between South Street and Hubbard Avenue 
bisected by the railroad tracks. The 40 acre site just south of the tracks could be 
subdivided in up to seven lots of varying sizes. That site, however, is hampered 
by poor access onto either Hubbard Avenue or South Street.  The second site is the 
former Beloit plant and adjacent land acquired by Crane and Company and now 
known as Ashuelot Park; 35 acres could be redeveloped into eight lots and the 
former manufacturing plant of 273,000 square feet could also be redeveloped into 
221,000 square feet of industrial space and 52,000 square feet of office space.

Mass Development is expected to work with the Town to create a special 
infrastructure financing district in the target area.

During the year, the DIC worked with both Crane & Co. and Kelly’s Package 
Store. Crane announced that it would consolidate its stationery division into 
150,000 sq. ft. of the former Beloit plant, now know as AP1, thus preserving 300 
manufacturing jobs and significantly accelerating development of Ashuelot Park. 
It also opens up the “Stationery Mill” on Flansburg Avenue for redevelopment. 
The DIC commissioned a study of this mill in cooperation with the Berkshire 
Regional Planning Commission. The 100,000 square foot mill shows potential 
for mixed business and residential uses. Redevelopment may begin in 2013 after 
stationery moves to AP1.	 Kelly’s Package Store broke ground on a significant 
expansion which will more than double its size and provide an aesthetic and 
economic lift to Main Street. The DIC worked with both businesses to craft tax 
incentives which were approved at Town meetings in August and October.

The Authority is working in cooperation with the DIC to clean-up two 
business sites: L.P. Adams and 339 North Street; which was acquired via “Tax 
Title” and transferred to the DRA. A $200,000 grant was submitted to the Federal 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) for site clean-up in October. A decision 
is expected in April 2011. In November the Town transferred $36,000 to match 
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the grant and another $7,700 to fund operating expenses.  The L.P. Adams site 
clean-up plan is moving more slowly due to its larger scale, private ownership, 
involvement of the railroad and EPA oversight of remediation. 

I thank all of the commission members for their gift of time to the town. Their 
selfless efforts will help to insure the economic health of the community for years 
to come.  Special thanks are due to Bill Wilson, who resigned this year, but so 
graciously gave of his time and talents to help establish the commission, serving 
since its inception. Special thanks are also due to Administrative Secretary, 
Bonnie Callaghan, who is Recording Secretary for both the Commission and 
Redevelopment Authority. Welcome to new member John Boyle. His many 
years of experience as a small business owner and Selectman will provide the 
commission with critical expertise.

During the past year 324 citations for failure to license, 116 citations for failure to 
vaccinate for rabies, and 51 citations for failure to restrain were issued to residents 
of Dalton. There were 13 dogs and 16 cats quarantined for possible exposure to 
rabies. There were 9 dogs and 2 cats quarantined for attacks on people.  Rabies 
will continue to be a problem for our area and all residents are reminded that all 
dogs over the age of 6 months of age must be vaccinated for rabies and licensed 
in Dalton. State Law also requires all cats over the age of 6 months must also be 
vaccinated for rabies.

Black bears are increasing in numbers in our area and can be destructive.  
Bird feeders, garbage and pet food should not be left outside when bears are ac-
tive. If you encounter a bear in your yard do not approach or harass the animal. 
After the bear has left your yard try to discover what attracted it to your area and 
remove or secure the attractant. Bears have a good memory and when they find a 
food source they will return to that area frequently. All dogs should be monitored 
when outside and cats should remain indoors as much as possible. Residents are 
reminded that trapping wild animals in your yard is not recommended as many of 
these animals may be sick or cause injury to you. Relocating wildlife is illegal in 
Massachusetts.

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BOARD OF APPEALS

The Dalton Board of Appeals (also know as the ZBA) is created by authority of 
Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 40A, section 12. Board members are not 
elected. The Select Board appoints regular members for three-year terms.  The 
terms are staggered so that the term of one member expires each year. Two alter-
nate members may be appointed annually to one-year terms.

Dalton has a three-member board, which requires that all favorable decisions 
must be unanimous otherwise they are considered denied. Two alternate members 
are available to sit on the Board, in place of a regular member, who may be absent 
or have a conflict of interest with a case before the Board.

By statutory authority the Board is:

To hear and decide appeals based on inability to obtain a permit or 1.	
enforcement action from any administrative officer under the provision 
of MGLA, Chapter 40A, by the Regional Planning Agency, or by any 
person including an officer or board of the town aggrieved by an order or 
decision of the Inspector of Buildings, or other administrative official.
To hear and decide applications for special permits upon which the Board 2.	
is empowered to act under the Town’s Zoning By-laws.
To hear and decide petitions for variances as set forth in MGLA, Chapter 3.	
40A, section 10.
To hear and decide appeals from decisions of the Zoning Administrator, 4.	
in accordance with MGLA, Chapter 40A, section 13.

During the 2010 calendar year, the Board held five public hearings. Four 
were hearings for special permits and one hearing was for a special permit/vari-
ance for the new Dalton Senior Center.

The Board generally meets at 7:30 p.m. on the first Tuesday of every month.  
Occasionally a special meeting is held to accommodate scheduling problems. No-
tices of all Board meetings are posted in the town hall and all meetings are open 
to the public.

A town meeting is a form of direct democratic rule, used primarily in portions 

of the United States since the 17th century, in which most or all the members of a 
community comes together to legislate policy and budgets for local government.

The term has more recently been expanded to cover public meetings that 
draw people in a geographic area to discuss issues but not vote on any legislative 
or administrative action. Notably, the term is commonly used by politicians in the 
United States to describe forums at which voters can ask questions.
Two forms of town meeting government
Open Town Meeting

In Massachusetts, towns with fewer than 6,000 residents may only adopt 
an open town meeting form of government. Massachusetts towns with 6,000 
or more residents may optionally adopt a representative town meeting form of 
government. The Board of Selectmen summons the town meeting into existence 
by issuing the warrant, which is the list of items—known as articles—to be voted 
on, with descriptions of each article. The Moderator officiates the meeting by 
reading each article, explaining it, and making sure the rules of parliamentary 
procedure are followed, interprets voice votes and counts other votes. The Finance 
Committee or Ways and Means Committee makes recommendations on articles 
dealing with money, and often drafts the proposed budget. The Town Clerk serves 
as the clerk of the meeting by recording its results. Town Counsel makes legal 
recommendations on all articles of the warrant, to ensure town meeting is acting 
lawfully. All registered voters are free to attend and vote on any and all articles.
Representative Town Meeting

Massachusetts Towns having at least 6,000 residents may adopt a 
Representative Town Meeting system through the normal charter-change 
process. Representative Town Meetings function largely the same as an Open 
Town Meeting, except that not all registered voters can vote. The townspeople 
instead elect Town Meeting Members by precinct to represent them and to vote 
on the issues for them, much like a U.S. Representative votes on behalf of his/her 
constituents in Congress. Depending on population, a town may have anywhere 
from 50 to 240 Town Meeting Members. Framingham, the largest town in the 
commonwealth by population, has 216 representatives in Town Meeting, twelve 
from each precinct. Saugus, with 50 town meeting members, is the smallest 
representative town meeting in Massachusetts. In recent years, the number of 
RTMs in Massachusetts is declining to now just over 35 with the loss of Winthrop 
and Randolph as the most recent.]
Annual town meetings

Annual Town Meetings are held in the spring, and may also be known as the 
Annual Budget Meeting. They are supposed be held between February 1 and May 
31, but may be delayed until June 30. (Dalton’s fiscal year starts on July 1.) At this 
meeting, the town takes care of any housecleaning it has left before the end of the 
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current fiscal year, and prepares itself to enter the new fiscal year by approving 
a budget. It may also vote on non-budgetary issues on the warrant, including the 
town’s general and zoning bylaws.

An article may be placed on the warrant by the Selectmen, sometimes at the 
request of town departments, or by a petition signed by at least ten registered 
voters of the town.
Special town meetings

Special Town Meetings are held whenever necessary, usually to deal with 
financial or other pertinent issues that develop between Annual Town Meetings. 
They function the same as an Annual Town Meeting, only the number of 
signatures required on a petition rises to 100. While the Selectmen generally 
call such a meeting, voters may call one through petition, and the number of 
signatures required on a petition to call a Special Town Meeting is 200 or 20% 
of the registered voters, whichever number is lower. The Selectmen have 45 days 
from the date of receiving such a petition to hold a Special Town Meeting. They 
are extremely important in finding something to do with the towns issues.
Joint/regional town meetings

Joint Town Meetings are an extremely rare form of town meeting. When two 
or more towns share an operating budget for something, the governing body of 
that entity will typically issue each town an assessment for its operation. The town 
then includes its assessment as part of its budget.

If Town Meeting in one town votes to approve its assessment based on the 
figures provided, and Town Meeting in another town votes a lesser figure than it 
was assessed, the disagreement becomes problematic. (For example, if X-town 
and Y-town run a high school together, and the total operating cost of the high 
school is $4,500,000, and X-town sends 51% of the school’s students, X-town 
would be assessed $2,295,000 and Y-town would be assessed $2,205,000. An 
issue arises when X-town votes $2,295,000 and Y-town only votes $2,100,000.)

If the issue cannot be resolved, the governing body may call a meeting of all 
registered voters from all towns involved: a Joint Town Meeting. The action of 
the Joint Town Meeting is binding for all involved communities. When three or 
more towns are involved, the name often changes from Joint Town Meeting to 
Regional Town Meeting.
Case study

In 2003, the communities of Freetown and Lakeville, Massachusetts held 
their annual town meetings and voted on the budget for the Freetown-Lakeville 
Regional School District as part of those meetings. Freetown voters approved 
a budget that reduced their contribution by $100,000 from what the Regional 
School Committee asked for, thus requiring Lakeville to lower their contribution 
proportionally. Lakeville voters instead approved the amount the Regional School 
Committee asked for, which would require Freetown to go back and approve the 
extra $100,000.

When the towns could not agree, the Regional School Committee, as 
governing body of the Freetown-Lakeville Regional School District, called a joint 
town meeting of voters from Freetown and Lakeville to agree on a single regional 
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BEAUTIFICATION COMMISSION

The Dalton Beautification Commission will be celebrating 10 years of service to 
the Town in 2011.

A “grass roots” project---the idea for the Dalton Beautification Commission 
began in 2001. A commission of five members was established, in response to 
interest expressed from the community, to enhance the attractiveness of Dalton’s 
main thoroughfare. The DBC began modestly with a general spring cleanup along 
the Main Street. Next, two sites were selected by the DBC, to establish central 
median gardens, bringing the loveliness of flowers into the heart of town at Main 
and North Streets and continuing to the intersection of Main and Old Windsor 
Road. After the success of the first gardens, other smaller floral displays were add-
ed at the South Street intersection with Main, then at 707 Main Street. Addition-
ally, spring bulb plantings at the Main Street cemetery entrance, as well as, other 
already established sites expanded the growing season from very early spring into 
fall. Above ground flower displays were added when eight, hay trough baskets 
were placed on the Benjamin/Muraca Memorial Bridge and coleus filled boxes at 
the entrance to the Dalton library. With more activities and larger work sites, the 
DBC also needed an expanded core group to a seven member Commission. 

The Town has always responded by supporting the DBC efforts. The Dalton 
Highway Department assisted in the initial preparation of sites, while the Fire 
Department has helped with the ongoing need for watering the median gardens.  

school budget. The meeting voted in favor of the amount originally requested, 
which required Freetown to give the additional $100,000 it had held back.
There was recently some discussion about civics education in our schools, and I 
came across this campaign by a bunch of young people in the state to try to get the 
legislature to mandate just that:
A New Civics Class in All Massachusetts High Schools!

Campaign Goal  - TLTW values activism, education, and the well-being 
of our communities. Our campaign goal is to develop and begin piloting a new 
civics course by the 2012 academic year; and implementing this course as a high 
school graduation requirement in all Massachusetts high schools by the 2014-
2015 academic year.

Contents of a new civics class  - After significant research, teens have 
outlined a possible course model that would include a focus in the following areas: 
understanding of the three branches and legislative process, youth rights, history 
of youth and social movements, and a very strong applied learning component that 
emphasizes how to create change in one’s community through an understanding 
of the legislative or other governmental processes (i.e. community action projects/
service learning).   

Benefits of a new civics class - Our campaign was sparked in direct response 
to problems in our communities such as: low youth voter turnout, disengaged youth 
and citizens, and an increasing dropout rate. Through statewide implementation 
of a civics.
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Conversely, the DBC has worked with the Town Tree warden in identifying sites 
in which new shade trees could benefit neighborhoods throughout the town and 
assisted in planting and caring for two Elm trees at the Dalton Community House.  
Also, the DBC worked with the planning committee for landscaping to complete 
the exterior portion of the Town Hall renovations. Working together with the 
Dalton Community Recreation Association, flowers were placed along the front 
walkway for a more attractive entrance. Members of the community have assisted 
the DBC during the work-intensive spring and fall projects which are always ap-
preciated i.e. Boy Scouts from Dalton’s Troop 4, helped with removing annual 
plantings and preparing for winter.   

Community businesses have also been most helpful, donating or selling at 
reduced prices, items needed for preparing and maintaining the DBC’S displays.  
Supporting our efforts annually are LP Adams, Blossoming Acres, Burgner’s 
Farm, Holiday Farm and Jaeschke’s.  Paul and Maureen Mitchell generously do-
nated mums, again this year for sale at the special, Election Day held in October.  

The summer of 2010 was an unusually dry one, with periods of extreme heat, 
requiring more attention to the DBC’s planting sites. Planting day, early June, 
temperatures rose above 90 degrees. Once in the ground, the plants needed water-
ing just to keep them alive until the DVFD could provide their services.  Happily, 
the flowers survived and did well over a difficult summer weather-wise. Also, 
vandalism forced the DBC’s floral display, at the Benjamin/Muraca Bridge site, 
to be taken down mid-summer. The extent of damage, the costs involved and the 
unavailability of replacement plants at this point in the season, made the decision 
to remove the baskets necessary. The community was most supportive and re-
sponded with messages of sympathy and with offers of assistance. An individual, 
as well as, a Dalton professional organization made monetary gifts sufficient to 
replace the display, which will be used in spring 2011, bringing a happy conclu-
sion to an unpleasant event. 

A small annual stipend from the Town is the main source of funding for the 
DBC’s activities. Our “gifts” account is relied upon to cover costs once the town’s 
monies are exhausted.  

Dalton Beautification business meetings and weekly/maintenance work par-
ties are always open to the public. The DBC enthusiastically invites anyone with 
an interest in joining with us, on any level of volunteerism, to come to a business 
meeting, work related event, or contact the Town Hall [684-2111]. Additionally, 
any DBC member or chairperson Annmarie Cicchetti [684-3966] is available for 
additional information. DBC meetings are scheduled on the first Thursday of the 
month at 3PM in the Callahan Room of the Town Hall. Work parties are scheduled 
regularly throughout the growing season, with on meetings held during winter 
months. Scheduled meetings of all Town related business is always readily avail-
able, as the schedule is posted on the Town Hall’s calendar.

In 2010, we conducted Special Registration Sessions prior to the January 19 Spe-
cial Election; the May 3 Annual Town Meeting and the May 10 Annual Town 
Election; the August 30, October 18 and November 17 Special Town Meetings; 
and prior to the September 14 State Primary and November 2 State/School Elec-
tion. Prior to the three State elections, the Board also held assisted voting ses-
sions for the elderly and disabled voters at Craneville Place, Sugar Hill and Curtis 
Manor. Scheduled 2011 Special Registration Sessions will be held from 8:00 a.m. 
until 8:00 p.m. on April 12, the last day to register to vote at the May 2 Annual 
Town Meeting and May 9 Annual Town Election.  Additional Special Registration 
Sessions will be scheduled as required. All registration sessions are held in the 
office of the Town Clerk.  For 2011, the place of voting will remain at the Com-
munity House for both precincts as there is a ramp and handicap parking located 
at the rear of the building; however, moving the voting to the new Senior Center 
is under consideration for 2012.

The Board registered and processed 250 new voters plus address changes on 
existing active and inactive voters, checked several thousand signatures for cer-
tification on the many Initiative Petitions/Public Policy Questions and Nomina-
tion Papers in circulation in 2010; and deleted 225 inactive (moved or deceased) 
voters. Our computerized program enabled us to complete this arduous task in 
a timely and efficient manner, transmitting totals to the Secretary of State auto-
matically.  Annual Town Election nomination papers which will place candidates 
directly on the May 9, 2011 Annual Town Election ballot are available February 
2 at the Town Clerk’s office. The deadline for submission of papers to the Board 
of Registrars is 5:00 p.m. on March 21, 2011, pursuant to Massachusetts General 
Law, Chapter 53, §.6.

I would like to take this opportunity to remind residents that when signing 
nomination papers or petitions, please keep the following in mind:  1. Sign only if 
you are a registered voter.  2. Sign your name and your residential address as listed 
on our census records (no post office boxes are allowed).  3. If you have poor 
penmanship, print your name in the same box with your signature as an undistin-
guishable signature cannot be certified.  4. Do not sign your spouse’s name or any 
name other than your own. Also, if you move, please inform the Town Clerk so 
that we will change our records and notify you of any precinct changes. If any of 
your family members are not registered to vote, please encourage them to do so.

We are currently online with the Secretary of State, the Registry of Motor Ve-
hicles, and all cities and towns in Massachusetts as part of a computerized Central 
Voter Registry, the first in the nation. Since 1997, we have used VRIS exclusively 
for both census and voter registration functions. Mail-in voter registration forms 
are available at the Post Office, the Library, Wahconah Regional High School, the 
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Council on Aging, as well as at the Town Clerk’s office.
The distinction of being Dalton’s oldest living resident belongs to Flora Ber-

tolino of 83 Curtis Avenue who was born January 28, 1909.  
We thank Dalton residents for their excellent response in returning the lo-

cal census forms mailed January of each year. The majority of citizens return in 
a prompt and cooperative manner which we greatly appreciate, allowing us to 
achieve the highest possible level of accuracy.

Green, Clyde Decorie and Robert Faye.

Our goals are to identify community needs, coordinate existing services or 
develop new ones in response to identified needs.  An additional goal is to inform 
the community at large about our programs and services through our quarterly 
newsletter, press releases, presentations, personal contact and web site.

Funding:  In addition to our FY 2010 town appropriation of $98,735, our 
department received $9,996 in a state grant (for staffing, newsletter support 
and computer software), and realized an additional $16,662 from donation and 
program income, and BRTA reimbursements, all of which were used to provide 
services to our residents.

Dalton Senior Center
On October 29, 2009, the Senior Center Building Committee was formed.  

Members appointed were George Morrell, Chairman, Mary Lamke, V. Chairman, 
Susan Jacobs, Clerk, Robert Dean, Maureen Mitchell, Tom Szczepaniak, Carol 
Morrison, Tom Renak and Drew Finn.  These dedicated members met weekly to 
work with Architect, Dennis Adler of Hill Engineers to design a building which 
would serve the community well for many years.

Following a Special Town Meeting in September, on November 16, 2009 
town voters agreed by a nearly 3-to-1 margin (912 to 310) to exclude a bond debt 
from Proposition 2 ½ limits to fund the building of a Senior Center.  The $512,000 
bond was added to the $800,000 set aside in March 2000. 

At the bid opening on May 19, 2010, Allegrone Construction was the low 
bidder for the project. Their bid included the building, vestibule, kitchen equipment, 
retractable walls and built-in’s, and came in just under budget.  [Groundbreaking 
took place in July, 2010 and was substantially completed by February 1, 2011.]

Friends of the Dalton Council on Aging, Inc.
With the building of the Center assured, the focus was turned to the Friends of 

the Dalton Council on Aging, Inc. to help the COA by raising the funds needed to 
furnish the new facility.  After setting a goal of $150,000, the Friends approached 
David & Susan Lombard to ask them to consider heading up a Capital Campaign.  
The Lombard’s politely declined, but offered instead a challenge.  They would 
match the first $50,000 raised by the Friends with a gift of $25,000, and would 
match again the second $50,000 raised with an additional gift of $25,000.  Over 
the months of the Campaign, they worked quietly behind the scenes to offer 
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suggestions and encouragement as the thermometer on Main Street inched 
upwards.

[March 2011 update: The funds voted by the taxpayers, and raised by the 
Friends have provided Dalton with a comfortable, warm and welcoming facility 
which is being used by more and more people.  The beautiful furnishings purchased 
by the Friends and expanded program options (see below) have made the Center a 
destination for a growing number of residents.  A Grand Opening celebration will 
be held on Saturday, May 21, 2011 from 11 AM to 2 PM.  Everyone is cordially 
invited.]

Programming
During the fiscal year 2010, programming continued to be held in the CRA 

as well as other locations around town.  The Monday & Thursday Lunches were 
held at Grace Church in the Guild Hall; Triad met monthly at the Dalton VFW; 
the annual Holiday Party was celebrated in the parish hall at the Dalton United 
Methodist Church.  A series of informational programs on Alzheimer’s was 
held at the Nazarene Church as well as the Sunday Lunch Steering Committee 
Meetings.

With the opening of the new Senior Center, most of these events will move 
there and be supplemented with an expanded calendar of activities.  In the fall 
of 2010, a Program & Volunteer Council was formed to begin planning the new 
programs.  This enthusiastic group is working closely with Sue and Sarah to 
further achieve our goals of identifying the interests and needs of local residents, 
and creating the programs to meet them.  For more information on any COA 
programs, please call the office at 684-2000.
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Serving the Health Information Needs of Elders
Although health insurance counseling continues to be a major part of what 

Outreach/Wellness Counselor, Patricia “Pattie” Pero does, her reports document 
the broad impact she has on the families in our community.  During this fiscal 
year for residents over age 60, she recorded 534 SHINE counseling sessions (up 
from 455 last year); 458 case management appointments, 106 Outreach visits (up 
from 85 last fiscal year), and another 160 Wellness Assessment/Educational visits 
(up from 85).  For non-elders, she provided family assistance 101 times as well as 
health insurance information 95 times.

She regularly fields questions on Medicare D, Prescription Advantage and the 
myriad of options under retiree plans and Medicare supplemental policies.  Pattie 
also does Outreach (home visits to residents new to town or new to the 60+ age 
group).  Since Pattie works only two days/week, we recommend calling ahead to 
make an appointment with her.  

Veterans History Project
Since our acceptance in October, 2005 as an official collecting partner with 

the Veterans History Project in Washington, DC, we have submitted over 80 
interviews of local veterans to the Library of Congress.  The Veterans History 
Project collects stories from men and women from all branches of service, as well 
as civilians (such as war industry workers and medical volunteers) who served in 
support of the armed forces.  

Interviews are filmed in the studios of the Dalton Community Cable Assoc. 
on Park Avenue.  Richard Nicholas, former Police Chief and Marine Veteran has 
passed the reins to Tyrone Belanger, who with John Ostresh, chairman of the 
DCCA organization will continue their efforts to preserve the stories of our local 
service men and women.  Other volunteers include Mary Lamke (COA board 
member), Tom Murray and Christina Faye.  Please look for the “Veteran of the 
Week” program aired each Saturday on channel 16.  If you would like to help, or 
know of a veteran with a story to tell, please call our office at 684-2000 or the 
studio at 684-4441.

Transportation
Dalton is very fortunate to be able to offer lift van service to our residents.  

During fiscal 2010, the service was available Monday through Thursday from 8 
AM to 3 PM for  medical appointments, shopping and other needs within Dalton 
and Pittsfield.  Occasional trips are made to the Berkshire Mall in Lanesborough 
when the schedule permits.  This door-to-door van service is available for Dalton 
residents age 60 and older and anyone who is handicapped.  We require 24 
business hours for scheduling.

[March 2011 update:  We are pleased to announce that the van will begin 
operating Monday through Friday beginning March 14, 2011.]

The Silver Banner is published quarterly and mailed to the home of each 

resident age 60 and older.  Extra copies are always available in the COA office. 
We make every effort to keep our mailing list up-to-date, but oversights do occur.  
If you are a new resident, have not been receiving our newsletter or would like to,

can be found each Monday in the Bulletin Board section of the Berkshire Eagle.

In addition, we have folks who 
grocery shop for home-bound elders; help in the office; prepare the newsletter 
for mailing; serve on numerous committees and programs; who call or visit those 
who are homebound, and those who participate in intergenerational activities with 
the schools.

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Communication Center

The Dalton Communication Center has completed its 3rd year at the Police Sta-
tion. During this past year we have logged 18,564 calls, a slight increase of about 
1,000 entries from last year. 1,795 of those calls were 911 and 1,195 were walk-
ins to the Police Station. The Communications Center again received a state 911 
grant in 2010 for $127,939 to offset operating costs. We are able to receive this 
grant based on being a regional 911 dispatch center that handles 911 calls for the 
Towns of Dalton, Hinsdale, and Windsor. We will again be receiving a grant for 
2011 for an amount close to $128,000.  

In 2010 Wayne Buckley joined the Communications Center as a full-time 
40hr dispatcher and Amy Shaughnessy was officially appointed the 24 hr full-
time position. 

All town residents should remember that if you need any type of emergency 
services that you can go to the Communications Center 24/7/365. We are located 
in the lower level of the Town Hall building at the Police Station, on South Car-
son Ave. The doors are locked during non-business hours but are monitored by a 
camera and can be unlocked by the dispatcher on duty. There is a call box located 
on the left door to the Police Station which can be activated by pushing the call 
button. This will directly connect you to the dispatcher on duty.

conservation commission

Robert Bishop, Chairman
The past year has been relatively quiet for the Conservation Commission.  There 
was little construction  being done that encroached into wetland areas this past 
year.  There is an increased citizens awareness of both the need to protect the 
environment and the function of the Commission.  

The Commission completed the regulations for the Scenic Mountain Act.  
The Scenic Mountain Act was approved by the Department of Recreation and 
Conservation in November, 2008.  

Membership on the Commission has been relatively stable in 2010.  The 
Commission welcomes conservation concerned citizens to attend monthly 
meetings.  The Commission’s monthly meetings are held on the fourth Tuesday of 
each month at 7 p.m. in the Crane Room at Town Hall.

As I sit at my desk to write the CRA update for the Annual report, there’s a flurry of 
activity right outside my door.  Toddlers are coming up from the pool having just finished 
swimming lessons. Parents are signing their children up for spring sports and there’s a 
lunchtime basketball game in action in the gym.  The staff is wrapping up from last week’s 
February vacation camp and the Pee Wee tournament we hosted this past weekend.  We’re 
in full swing preparing for the Gib Auction on April 1st and we’re digging out the mugs 
for the May Day Race on May 1st.   And it’s only noon!  

No matter what the time of year, the community house is alive with the people of 
this town.  The W. Murray Crane Community House was established in 1923 to provide 
community programs in Dalton and the surrounding hill towns.  These programs, which 
included social, cultural, educational and recreational activities, were originally funded by 
Mr. Crane in the 1890’s.  In 1908 he funded the construction of the Dalton Youth Center 
(DYC) and upon his death, his will requested the construction of the community house.  
The house opened in 1923 and has been continuously operational since that time. 

Today, the CRA continues to carry forth on this mission by offering approximately 
100 programs to the adults and youth of our community, making it a community house 
in the truest sense of the word.  We place a strong emphasis on children and families, 
delivering after school care, sports and a wide variety of enrichment programs to our 
community.  

Our after school programs are located at Craneville Elementary School and the Dalton 
Youth Center (DYC) for elementary and middle school students.  Parents will find these 
to be safe places for their children to do their homework, socialize and get some physical 
activity.   During school vacations, snow-days and in the summer, we have similar camps 
available from 7:30 am until 5:30 pm.  

At the youth center, we also serve young adults with tutoring, dances, weight lifting, 
the Big Buddies program and the Junior/Senior Leaders Club, just to name a few.  Our 
goal is to help our youth achieve their full potential, grow into responsible young adults 
who understand the value of community service and are ready to enter college, the work 
force, or training. 

We offer many types of sports programs, all focusing on building teamwork, good 
sportsmanship, healthy exercise and fun.   Our sports cover all seasons, from fall football 
and soccer, to basketball and finally the spring season of baseball, softball, lacrosse and 
more soccer!  This past year, over 1700 children participated in town sports:

Fall sports saw over 650 children play over 250 games on 60 teams.
Winter sports saw over 400 children play over 200 games on 50 teams.
Spring sports saw over 700 children play over 225 games on 70 teams.   

The pool, fitness center, and exercise classes offer healthy exercise to young adults, 
adults and retirees.  With our extended hours, we can accommodate almost anyone’s 
schedule!  

And last, the CRA offers programs for families.  We manage the town’s summer parks 
program which provides our youth with more activities when school is not in session.  
Pinegrove Park is alive with different activities from the penny carnival and picnic to the 
‘Just Play’ hoops league.  There’s something for everyone.  The CRA also hosts special 
events such as the fishing derby, Easter egg hunt, Halloween parade and visits with Santa.  
Three years ago we also began a program for families with children with disabilities.  We 
have 30 special needs children from all over Berkshire County paired up with a big buddy 
who meet regularly to play gym games, soccer, baseball, swim, and dance, among other 
things.  

The CRA is made up of an experienced and committed staff that is focused on 
delivering quality programs to our community.  However, we couldn’t do all this without 
the generosity of hundreds of volunteers.  From special events like the Gib Kittredge 
Auction to the coaching of a youth sports team, these programs could not exist without 
these dedicated individuals. 

At this time, we’d like to say thank you to all the volunteers and businesses who 
support the CRA and the many programs we provide.  Thank you!
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Cultural Council

Monica Montferret, Chairperson

The purpose of the Dalton Cultural Council, DCC, along with the other local 
and regional cultural councils is to support public programs that promote access, 
education, diversity, and excellence in the arts, humanities, and interpretive 
sciences in the communities across the Commonwealth. The DCC is funded by 
the Massachusetts Cultural Council and the distributions are based on a local aid 
formula that is devised by the state. Each fall a grant allocation process is performed 
by the local cultural councils and these funds are granted to schools, organizations 
and individuals in their community.  The DCC’s responsibilityis to review grant 
applications that are submitted by October 15thand to award funds based on many 
criteria. Our local guidelines dictatethe strongest funding priority be given tovenues 
that benefit our local community interests.On November 3, 2009, the DCC met to 
review 25grant application requests for a total of $11,274.  The DCC received a 
$4000 allocation from the state which was combined with pastunclaimed funds.  
The total FY2010 award amount was $5,571.  These funds were awarded to 17 
grants applicants and will bedistributed on a reimbursement basis.

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DALTON FREE PUBLIC LIBRARY

Doris Lamica, Library Director

During 2010 the Dalton Free Public Library continued to offer materials, services 
and programs to our patrons. There were a number of changes during the year 
and 2010 marked the 30th year of employment by the library of Library Director 
Doris Lamica and Assistant Director Katherine Hoag.

The book discussion group continued during the year. This informal group 
meets on the last Wednesday of the month from September to April and all are 
invited to join us. In October we discussed the book “The Physick Book of Deliv-
erance Dane” which deals with witchcraft in Salem.  Some of the members of the 
group traveled to Salem and also attended the performance of “The Crucible” in 
Pittsfield during the month.  Patrons had the opportunity to view the Ken Burns’ 
PBS series on National Parks during February and March.

The pre-school storytime on Thursday mornings during the school year has 
evolved into a real community project with the first graders from St. Agnes School 
reading to the younger children and helping them with craft activities. This popu-
lar program is presented by Assistant Librarian Katherine Hoag in collaboration 
with Wendy Provencher from the Central Berkshire Community Partnership.  

One hundred and ten children participated in the summer reading program 
which featured the theme “Go Green @ Your Library.” An enthusiastic audience 
enjoyed the kickoff performance of an Eco-magic show with Mike Bent at the 
Methodist Church hall. 

Craft programs were also offered during the summer for the children. The 
summer program was supported by a grant from the Crane Charitable Foundation 
and the Friends of the Dalton Free Public Library.

A number of grants received during 2010 will enhance the program offerings 
of the library for the current year. A grant was received from the Dalton Cultural 
Council for performer Mary Jo Maichack to open the summer reading program 
for 2011. The Crane Charitable Foundation gave us a grant which will allow a 
subscription for our patrons to take on-line courses on a wide variety of subjects.  
Contact the library for more information on this service. Also the Central Berk-
shire Fund of the Berkshire Taconic Foundation awarded the library a grant to 
help fund a community wide read in the fall of 2011.  We will be reading the book 
“The Killer Angels,” an award winning novel of the Civil War in this year which 
marks the 150th anniversary of the beginning of the conflict. Special speakers, a 
movie festival and discussions will be some of the events. The surrounding small 
towns will also be invited to participate. Additional funding will come from li-
brary state aid and the Friends of the Library. We thank all of these organizations 
for their support.

The Friends of the Library’s contributions are an important part of our fund-
ing each year. Besides the support of programs mentioned above, they also help 
to fund the cost of the daily newspapers, multiple copies of books for the book 
discussion group, our museum passes and other materials and supplies. In 2010 
they purchased the DVD return box, a flat screen television and VHS/DVD player 
and chairs with a movable arm for laptops. They also made a donation to C/
WMARS to purchase e-books which can be downloaded for free by patrons to 
their e-readers. The Friends raise funds through their membership drive in the fall 
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and book sales. They also publish and send newsletter to members. Their annual 
meeting in 2010 featured local author Jana Laiz who gave an insightful and inspir-
ing talk about her book “Weeping Under This Same Moon.” The members of the 
Executive Board for 2010-2011 are: Dian Elser – President; Elizabeth Erb – Vice 
President; Veronica Balardini – Treasurer; Kimberly Slade – Secretary; Cynthia 
Riggs-French – Membership Chair; Janet Claffie, Rae-Ann Winters and Nancy 
Gardner – Members-at-large; Kathleen Desmarais – Past President; and Judith 
Douville – Trustee representative.

The year 2010 marked the end of the Western Massachusetts Regional Li-
brary System which had provided services including bookmobile visits, deposit 
collections, workshops, delivery and advice. All the regional systems in the state 
have been combined into the Massachusetts Library System currently headquar-
tered in Waltham. A satellite office is still located in Whately. This organization 
provides continuing education and advice and oversees inter-library loan, deliv-
ery and the materials and supply cooperative for member libraries. The delivery 
system so vital for the sharing of resources will be contracted out next fiscal year.  
In FY- 2010 the Dalton Library sent out 7,733 items to other libraries and received 
5,471 items from other libraries for our patrons. Other circulation figures and sta-
tistics for 2010 are provided at the end of this report.

During 2010 there were a number of personnel changes. Library shelvers Pa-
tricia Filiault and Kimberly Gwilt and our senior aide Lynn Herzig left the library 
and Lynn Ffeiler, Mary Ann Gillooly and John Carry joined the staff.  Barbara 
Kalib left the Board of Trustees and Mary Gingras who had worked in the library 
as a high school student was elected to the Board.

A few changes also took place with the building. New signs which list the 
open hours were installed in front of the library and Town Hall. The tower clock 
was restored and repaired and is chiming once again. The new air-conditioning 
system was used for the first time this summer and worked well. In order to save 
funds, the furnace was converted from oil to gas. After a few initial problems 
(including a gas leak which resulted in carbon monoxide fumes in the building), 
it is functioning adequately. However, there are still many problem areas with the 
fuel delivery system in the whole building. As the year ended, the Library Trust-
ees voted some funds from Trust fund interest to help finance the cost of painting, 
repairing the ceiling and entryway and installing new carpeting in the library. 
Hopefully these projects will be accomplished in the near future.

Thank you to all the staff – Katherine Hoag, Gladys Lofink, Helen Cultrera, 
Lynn Ffeiler, Mary Ann Gillooly, John Carry and substitute Barbara Kubli; our 
janitors Tim Daniels and Adam York; the Trustees and the Friends for their help 
and support during the year.

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emergency management
Hubert White, Emergency Management Director

The mission of Emergency Management is to develop and coordinate programs and 
plans that protect the public from events ranging from natural disasters to man made 
biological hazards.

Emergency management works closely with many local and regional agencies 
to coordinate response and recovery programs in the event of any large-scale emer-
gency. 

There are several things residents can do to prepare themselves for an event. 
Keep all prescriptions in one place so you could retrieve them in a hurry if you had to 
be relocated for a period of time. 

Residents can help themselves by being prepared before an event occurs.  During 
a major disaster, emergency workers may not be able to reach everyone right away. In 
some cases it may be over 24 hours for help to arrive. Having a family plan will ensure 
your safety and comfort during difficult times. 

Dalton has an emergency notification system in place where we can no-
tify residents with important information regarding their well being and safety. 
All landline phone numbers are included in our database, regardless of your 
phone provider. Cell phones numbers are not included, however we can add your 
cell phone number if you wish. Please go to Dalton’s web site at: http://www.dal-
ton-ma.gov and click on the Emergency Management link under town services. 
Follow the directions to e-mail your information. Be sure to include your residential 
address with your cell phone number. If you don’t have access to a computer, you may 
call our dispatch center, 684-0020 and the dispatcher will take your information.

I would like to thank the members of Dalton’s Emergency Management Advi-
sory Council, who meet regularly during the year, making sure the residents of Dalton 
are protected from large-scale hazards.

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FOREST WARDEN

In 2010 the Dalton Fire Department had a very busy brush fire season. We responded 
to a number of requests for assistance from our neighboring communities. We also 
had a number of calls within our community. One call on Weston Mountain off 
of Rt. 9 required 2 days to extinguish. Most of these fires occurred during the 
spring open burning season when permitted fires got out of control. A reminder 
to citizens that open burning is allowed from January 15th to April 30th, only 
after obtaining a permit at the Fire Station. Permits may be picked up in the Fire 
District Treasurers office Monday through Friday. The regulations are given out 
with each permit. Once you have obtained the permit, you must phone the fire 
station each day you plan to burn.  Burning can only take place between the 
hours of 10 am and 4pm. depending upon weather conditions permits may not be 
issued on certain days. Brush is the only material that is allowed to be burned. No 
demolition materials may be burned.  Last year 262 permits were issued.

I wish to thank the citizens of Dalton for their cooperation.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Richard D. Kardasen, Fire Chief 

The Dalton Fire Department responded to a total of 688 calls in 2010. The 
breakdown of calls includes 500 medical calls and 188 structures fires, false alarms, 
hazardous material responses and mutual aid to neighboring communities.

The Fire Department is made up of 35 dedicated men and women. The Dalton 
Fire Department had 4 firefighters graduate from the Mass Fire Fighting Academy 
in Springfield in 2010. These firefighters attended an intensive 32 week class at 
the academy.  The Department has also had a core group of firefighters and fire 
officers who have undergone extensive training in Rapid Intervention Rescue. 
This is a specialized group who continue to train in saving firefighters who may 
get in trouble during fire fighting operations.

The Dalton Fire Department was very fortunate to receive a donation of a 
1972 American LaFrance ladder truck from the City of Pittsfield. The members of 
the department are involved in ongoing training with this 100’ ladder. The truck 
has undergone an extensive upgrade and has been responding to reported fires.

In December of 2010 Chief Kardasen was awarded the certification as a 
Credentialed Fire Chief by the Executive Office of Public Safety & Security 
Massachusetts Fire Service Commission. This level signifies that the Chief has 
strived to obtain the specialized knowledge and competencies necessary to be an 
effective fire service leader.

I would like to thank the members of the department for their countless hours 
that they spend in training, responding to calls and volunteering in the community. 
I would especially like to thank the spouses and children of the firefighter / EMT’s 
for their support. Without their support we would not have the dedicated members 
that we have.

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HIGHWAY-CEMETERY-SEWER-PARKS DEPARTMENT

David Laviolette, Superintendent

The completion of South Street by Mass Highway’s Transportation Improvement 
Program highlighted last year’s construction season.  Water main issues were 
corrected by replacing 40-year old AC pipes that caused water main breaks in the 
Greenridge Park area.  Drainage issues were also addressed with a new box culvert 
installed over Barton Brook.  Curtain drains were installed and extra catch basins 
were installed where needed.

New concrete sidewalks and well defined cross walks promote a safer access 
for pedestrian traffic.  A new paved parking lot at Greenridge Park with handicap 
accessibility makes the park more attractive.  Intersections have a better line of 
sight.  At Richard Drive vehicles can exit where they weren’t allowed to before.  
Total traffic improvements have made this a safer highway.

Housatonic Street is next on our agenda of the State’s Transportation 
Improvement Program.  It is currently in the design and engineering stage.  Start 
date is 2014.  This project will include extensive drainage work, new sidewalks 
and a better approach to the high bridge.  Resurfacing will include a cold in place 
procedure which will help keep the cost of this project down.  

It was a very long and cold, record breaking winter season that kept snow banks 
at very high levels.  Snow removal was very frequently done, along with the wing 
plow that helped push snow banks back further.  The winter season is expensive.  
Over 5,000 tons of sand and salt were used to make our roads safe and passable for 
the Town’s people.  On January 12, Governor Patrick declared a state of emergency 
for the whole state.  Because of this, the federal and state governments will reimburse 
towns for a large portion of their expenses for that storm.  

All of the winter sand is picked up each spring.  All of the town streets are 
swept by the Highway Department.  This sand is screened and used for next year’s 
snow and ice.  Also, during the spring, all of the town’s dirt roads are regraded and 
reshaped to repair winter damage and improve drainage.  This is also the time of year 
we clean up our four cemeteries in preparation for our Memorial Day observance.  
Leaves and lawn debris are put into our compost area and eventually reused as loam 
by the department.  In Ashuelot Cemetery new foundations are being installed next 
to existing foundations to help double available space.  Roads in cemeteries are 
swept and repaired as needed.  

The four parks are cleaned up for the upcoming recreational season.  We work 
with the CRA to make sure all the ball fields are ready for upcoming baseball and 
softball seasons.  The drainage system and sewer systems are cleaned and flushed on 
a regular basis.  The problem areas of these systems are on a scheduled maintenance 
program to alleviate future backups or flooding problems.  The department vehicles 
and equipment are on a scheduled maintenance program.  Most repairs are done by 
staff.

I would like to thank the Highway and Cemetery Staff, the citizens of Dalton, 
the Select Board, Town Manager, and all other town employees for their cooperation, 
support and guidance in helping our department achieve another successful year.

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PLANNING BOARD

The Dalton Planning Board was formed in 1939 and is primarily responsible for 
issues involving land issues such as subdivision construction as well as division 
of land. The Board is also responsible for updating the Dalton Zoning Bylaws. 
The current quality of life and the “look” of Dalton is a tribute to the hard work by 
the many residents past and current, who have donated their time and talents by 
serving as members of the Dalton Planning Board.

The Board consists of five residents elected by residents to a five-year term 
and one resident appointed by the Select Board to serve as an associated member. 
Planning Board meetings are scheduled to be held on the third Wednesday of each 
month at 7:00 p.m. in the Callahan Room at the Town Hall. Additional meetings 
are held as they are required.

In 2010, the Board held ten regular monthly meetings, three other meetings, 
two public hearings, and one executive session. Some of these meetings were held 
on the same night. The Board has a long term goal to update the Dalton Zoning 
Bylaws and the Subdivision Regulations so that these documents better serve the 
residents of Dalton. Some existing Bylaws should be revised to correct deficien-
cies and new Bylaws need to be written which will address new subjects such as 
wind power and solar electrical generation facilities. The Board has devoted a 
great deal of time and effort in the past to address Zoning Bylaw update issues and 
I am hopeful that we will have the opportunity in 2011 to continue this important 
work.

I would like to take this opportunity to thank the current members of the Plan-
ning Board: Louisa Horth, Karen Quinn, Zack McCain and Caleb Darby for their 
time and dedication. Also, thank you to our Administrative Secretary, Bonnie Cal-
laghan, for her continued support and assistance.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT

John W. Bartels, Jr., Chief of Police

The close of 2010 has shown us that although, we as police officers feel it was 
business as usual, in reality it has been anything but, usual. Overall, we have seen 
a dramatic increase in violent crime over the past two years. Since 2008 Domes-
tic Assault and Battery has increase by 200%, and Assault and Battery on a Po-
lice Officer has quadrupled. Although Disorderly Conduct arrests have remained 
constant the cases of Resisting Arrest have tripled. Unfortunately, during one of 
our events of an Attempted Arson, a suspect was shot by a police officer who 
responded to assist at our scene through a mutual aid request. Although seriously 
injured, fortunately, the suspect survived his wounds.

A bright spot in the year were the number of serious property crimes solved 
by our officers and, in most cases, the property taken by the perpetrators was 
recovered.

As example; 
	 1.	 Daly Avenue breaking and entering/larceny of two apartments – arrest and 
		  conviction of one suspect.
	 2.	 Shamrock Restaurant/Inn breaking and entering/larceny – arrest and 
		  conviction of two suspects, property taken was recovered.
	 3.	 High St. residential arson in which Molotov cocktails were used – arrest and 
		  charging of three individuals.
	 4.	 Ensign Street breaking and entering/larceny of an apartment – arrest and 
		  conviction of two with the property taken being recovered.
	 5.	 Field Street breaking and entering/larceny from a home – arrest and 
		  conviction of one individual, property recovered.
	 6.	 Park Avenue/Park Circle Drive area breaking and entering into several 
		  motor vehicles – two charged and the property taken was recovered.
	 7.	 Park Circle Drive breaking and entering/larceny of a residence – one person 
		  charged and all property recovered.

Only through the efforts of the officers on this department were these crimes 
solved and resolved in such a timely manner. I commend all of our officers on 
doing their jobs in such a great way. They are a credit to their profession and we 
as citizens of the Town of Dalton are fortunate to have them protecting our homes 
and our families. 

It seems as though each year I have had to remark about someone from our 
ranks protecting us on a national and international level. This year is no different. 
We again prepared ourselves for one in our ranks to leave in order to serve our 
country. For the third time within four years, Officer Gregg J. Stefanik, has been 
ordered to deploy to Afghanistan starting in September 2011. Officer Stefanik is 
a Staff Sergeant in the United States Army National Guard. It is expected that 
Gregg will return to our ranks in slightly more than one year from the date of his 
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deployment. It is with sadness that we see him leave, but it is with pride that we 
see him serve. He is a role model for all of us. Our thoughts and prayers go with 
him for a safe return. I thank him for his service to our country. On this same note, 
we expect to greet Officer Christopher Furlong back from his service in Afghani-
stan during the past year. Chris is a Captain in the United States Army National 
Guard. Also, thank you Chris for your service and welcome back.

In October of 2009 our department formed an advisory council with the Cen-
tral Berkshire Regional School District. It was realized at this time that it was ex-
tremely necessary, in light of so many incidents involving armed assailants, bomb 
threats, natural and manmade emergencies, that we needed to prepare and better 
communicate with the schools in our district. With this in mind we organized the 
School Emergency Planning Council, SEPC. The Council is comprised of police, 
fire, ambulance, emergency management and school personnel (including St. Ag-
nes School) from all the seven member towns in the Central Berkshire Regional 
School District. As part of our efforts we meet monthly on the third Thursday.  
During the meeting we discuss, write and revise school emergency plans. We 
also take part joint trainings and drills. As part of our efforts we secured a grant 
from the Western Massachusetts Homeland Security Council of $13,431 as well 
as donations from several service organizations of $3,300, in order to purchase 
and distribute emergency evacuation/lockdown supplies call “Go-Kits”. Every 
classroom in every school in our district has one of these kits which will be used 
in the event of a school emergency. The kits contain such supplies as emergency 
blankets, water, flashlights, face masks as well as other items to help teachers 
and students cope with a prolonged school emergency should students have to be 
evacuated from a building or locked in. This was a great effort with so many peo-
ple involved within our school district community that space does not allow me to 
list them. I want to thank all of them for the great freshman year of our Council.

The Dalton Police Department continues to work with the community through 
a variety of programs such as Triad, Dare, Dalton Police Explorer Post #240, Dal-
ton Police Bike Patrol, Regional Special Response Team and the School Emer-
gency Planning Council. With the help of the various citizens involved in these 
programs our officers are more able to prevent and control crime and thus provide 
a safer community for our residents. All of our officers take part in each of the 
above programs; however, each program has certain officers who are in charge.

This is a peer recognition award for actions above 
and beyond the call of duty during the preceding year. Nominations this year 
were for Officer John M. Marley, Officer James A. Scace and Officer Geoffrey D. 
Powell.  This year’s recipient was Officer James A. Scace. Throughout the past 
year Officer Scace has perform outstandingly in areas of total number of arrests, 
motor vehicle citations and being involved in general with incidents reported to 
our department. He has been extremely busy during the past year and never said 
“no” whenever a tasked was presented to him. His most outstanding accomplish-
ment was during the investigation of the “High Street Arson” in which a home 
was severely damaged by arsonists. During the course of the investigation, Of-
ficer Scace, while going door to door in the neighborhood interviewing residents, 
observed what he thought to be the suspect vehicle. At this time he made note of 
the operator, vehicle plate and its description. His observations and quick thinking 
led to the identification of the perpetrators as well as their arrest, conviction and 
incarceration in prison.

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Shade Tree Department

The Shade Tree Department continued its effort to keep residents safe from hazard 
trees. A total of 23 hazard trees were removed and 8 trees pruned. It also shared 
in the cost of removing 6 stumps from town trees. Due to budget constraints this 
department offers a shared cost of stump removal from trees taken down by the 
town. As budgets get tighter it may 
be necessary to put off some remov-
als until funds become available. I 
ask for residents patients should this 
occur as we will eventually get to 
them. 

I would like to thank the High-
way Department, led by Superinten-
dent Dave Lovellette for their assis-
tance again in the removal of trees 
that Western Mass. Electric Co. took 
down for the town. The power company does assist the town in hazard tree remov-
als when they pose a risk to their equipment. It does save several thousand dol-
lars per year that this department would otherwise have to pay for removals. The 
Highway Department has always gone out of their way to assist this department 
get its job done in an efficient and cost effective way. The Shade Tree Department 
is part time and the highway crews also perform removals and pruning’s on rural 
roads that would normally be done by a Shade Tree crew in a larger city. 

I would also like to thank Administrative Assistant Debby Merry for her help 
in keeping this department running efficiently. The Tree Wardens position is part 
time and Debby is a vital link for residents wishing to contact this department.

Dalton was awarded Tree City USA designation for the tenth year. I am very 
proud that we have reached this milestone and am glad to see other Berkshire 
towns achieve this designation. Maybe we inspired them in their efforts to be-
come Tree City USA.

This department also planted 5 trees in front and to the side of the newly 
renovated town hall.

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TOWN CLERK’S REPORT

 Barbara L. Suriner, Town Clerk

As the local arm of the Secretary of State’s Office, the Town Clerk serves you 
as the chief election official, supervising polling places, election officers and the 
general conduct of all elections. The Clerk directs the preparation of ballots, poll-
ing places, voting equipment, voting lists, the certification of nomination papers 
and initiative petitions; administers campaign finance laws, voter registration and 
absentee balloting, and prepares, records and reports official election results to 
the Secretary of State; and supervises and serves on the Board of Registrars. In 
addition to serving as the liasion for the Federal Census and responsible for any 
required redistricting; our office conducts the Annual Town Census; preparing 
and printing in-house, all Street Lists, Voter Lists, School Lists, and furnishes the 
Jury List to the Office of the Jury Commissioner.

The Town Clerk is also responsible for recording and certifying all official 
actions of the Town, including Town Meeting legislation and appropriations, Plan-
ning and Zoning Board decisions, signs all notes for borrowing, keeps the Town 
Seal, and submits all General and Zoning Bylaws to the Attorney General for ap-
proval and maintains the Town Code. New Ethics and Open Meeting laws enacted 
this year requires all employees, volunteers and vendors to receive a transcript of 
the new law yearly and to also take an online test prior to April 2 and every two 
years thereafter. The statute requires the Town Clerk to be responsible for dis-
tributing copies of said law to all employees, volunteers and vendors, collecting 
sign-off sheets from each yearly; and also receiving, filing and maintaining copies 
of all test certificates which must be retained for six years.

In addition to the above, this office processed many legal claims as well as 
preparing search requests and certified documents for same. We issued 45 Cem-
etery Department Burial Permits; 47 Business Certificates and 7 Discontinuance 
of Business Certificates; 1,261 dog licenses; 169 fish and game licenses and 225 
stamps; 5 permits for raffles and bazaars; along with other various state licenses 
and permits.  Chapter 40, Section 21D requires the Town Clerk to collect District 
Court fines for noncriminal disposition, not limited to but including Animal Con-
trol, Junk Car, False Alarm, Snow and Ice Removal, Alcoholic Beverages, Town 
Parks Playground, Failure to Pay Municipal Charges & Bills, Zoning, Noise Con-
trol, Smoking, Hawkers and Peddlers, Uniform Numbering System of Dwellings 
Bylaws and Board of Health Youth Possession Regulation violations. Under the 
Animal Control Bylaw adopted December, 1993, dog licenses are due January 
1 of each year regardless of when the census is mailed out; with a $10 late fee 
effective February 1, and a $25 per dog Failure to License fine after April 1. 
Dog licensing information along with the form to license by mail is available on 
the Town website. In 2010, owners paid 337 late fees, 112 fines for unlicensed 
dogs, 25 unrestrained dogs, 20 dogs and cats not vaccinated against rabies, 5 cita-
tions for failure to attach tag, in addition to holding fees and miscellaneous fines. 
Twenty cases were filed at District Court which adds an additional charge of $25 
to cover the cost of preparing these court cases.
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As local Registrar of Vital Statistics, registering all vital events occurring 
within the community and those events occurring elsewhere to local residents, we 
recorded and preserved 49 birth, 95 death and 19 marriage records contributing 
to the basis for the Commonwealth’s central vital registration system. In addition, 
we processed 19 Intentions of Marriage, issuing Marriage Licenses for same; and 
issued 561 certified copies of births, deaths and marriages in 2010, as well as no-
tarizing or certifying a multitude of documents.

At the recommendation of the Registry of Vital Records and the United States 
Department of State, we will no longer be printing the individual names from vital 
records in the Town Report. This will help to protect the privacy of individuals as 
well as help to curb identity theft.

As Public Records Officer, this office is responsible for administering the oath 
of office to all elected and appointed members of local committees and boards, 
keeping all officials informed of any changes in the State’s Open Meeting and 
Conflict of Interest Laws; and are responsible for posting meetings and agendas 
of all governmental bodies, in two places at Town Hall and on the Town website.  
Providing access to public records in compliance with State Records Law and 
corresponding regulations, we performed innumerable search requests and con-
ducted or assisted with genealogical research for members of the public.

In conjunction with General Code, we completed the arduous project of codi-
fying the Town’s Bylaws, Regulations, General Law Acceptances and Special 
Acts which was accepted at the June, 2008 Special Town Meeting.  Codification 
is the collection and organization all of our legislation into a numbered and styl-
ized document that is easily located and read. The Town Clerk is responsible for 
maintaining and updating the Code with all subsequently enacted and adopted 
legislation. Citizens can now access the Dalton Code via a link on the Town’s 
website, dalton-ma.gov, which also contains lists and telephone numbers of Town 
Officers, the Board and Committee Meeting Calendar, Rules and Regulations of 
various Town Boards, Town Meeting and Election Warrants and Minutes, Ethics 
Legislation, obtain forms; as well as obtain a multitude of other information rela-
tive to the Town and Berkshire County.

As accountability includes maintenance, disposition, and preservation of mu-
nicipal archival records and materials, we have initiated an ongoing restoration 
project in an effort to preserve and restore Dalton’s earliest records which were 
decomposing daily due to acidic paper and ink which devours these irreplaceable 
documents until they crumble and/or are illegible. We are therefore compelled to 
preserve this priceless heritage for posterity, and are pleased to report that a total 
of eight handwritten volumes plus many individual historical records have been 
preserved; partially as a result of grants from the Dalton Cultural Council and the 
donated proceeds of Ray Fischer’s book, “The Dalton Papers”. Unfortunately, 
with three State elections, the Town election and the loss of a half-time position 
along with being cut to a 4 day week, our schedule has not permitted any records 
to be preserved since 2007 but hopefully, time permitting, I hope to be able to 
resume this important effort in 2011.
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As always, I extend sincere appreciation to my Assistant, Laura L. Maffuc-
cio and also want to express gratitude to former employee Jean M. Gingras for 
coming out of retirement to assist us occasionally when the need arises. They both 
are warm, friendly, sensitive and hardworking, and the Town is fortunate to have 
such dedicated people willing to serve their community. Please also let me take 
this opportunity to thank the citizens of Dalton for their continual support which 
is very much appreciated.

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TOWN COLLECTOR’S REPORT
Jane A. Carman, CMMC

At the Annual Town Meeting on May 3, 2010, the voters of Dalton accepted 
Chapter 59 Section 57C of the Massachusetts General Laws for the purpose of 
providing for quarterly payment of taxes to commence with the 2011 fiscal year, 
beginning July 1, 2010. This means that tax bills are due four times a year, the due 
dates being August 1, November 1, February 1, and May 1. The first two quarters 
are Preliminary bills, each being one quarter of last year’s total bill. The third and 
fourth quarter are based on the new fiscal year tax rate, and any change in the 
property valuation.

Real Estate, Fire District, Personal Property, and Fire Personal Property 
Taxes are all on the quarterly billing format. The first and second quarter vouchers 
are mailed together by July 1st. The first quarter is due August 1st;  the attached 
second quarter voucher should be retained and sent in by November 1st. The third 
and fourth quarter vouchers are mailed together by January 1st. The third quarter 
is due February 1st; the attached fourth quarter voucher should be retained and 
sent in by May 1st.

Sewer bills remain due semi-annually; Cycle #1 October 1st, and Cycle #2 
April 1st.

Motor Vehicle bills are due 30 days from the date of issue; as of 2011 the due 
date is printed on the bills. Previously, only the date of issue was printed.

I recently attended a V.A. seminar concerning the Aid and Attendance 
Program.Over the years I have run into conflicting answers from the V.A. 
concerning eligibility for the program.

The seminar was quite helpful in explaining eligibility for the program. 
Eligibility is met if the veteran or widow of a veteran who has not remarried, and 
who has served a minimum of 90 days or more of active duty during a wartime 
period qualifies for the program.

The A and A program is defined as a NON-SERVICE CONNECTED 
DISABILITY BENEFIT given to wartime veterans. Qualification also applies to 
those veterans serving in a non combat area during wartime.Again the veteran 
does not have to have “boots on ground” in a combat area to meet eligibility.
